For the bus ride to Philmont every scout needs to be in their “class A” uniform. This will

include the following:

· Official tan uniform shirt (with contingent council patch)

· Crew t-shirt under the “class A” 

· Official scout pants or official scout shorts (these need to be the official (approved) shorts and pants. No substitutions
· Official scout socks if wearing shorts

· Scout belt (web or leather) , No exceptions

· Hiking boots

Each participant will also have a contingent issued duffle bag that should have all your base camp clothing, travel gear and any other base camp needs. The duffle bags will be stored in lockers at base camp while the crews are on the trail.
You will need to pack all of your trail equipment and trail clothing in your backpack. The backpacks will be stored in the bus luggage compartment and will not be available during the bus ride. 

The above mentioned rules and guidelines are set up by the council and they are strictly followed. 
Therefore, if you do not have the above items in your possession, please obtain these items before we leave on our trek. If you start to obtain these items now, this will help you  to distribute the cost of the trip over the upcoming months. These items could be Christmas gifts. Just an idea!
